Example: Beth has jaw pain because she grates her teeth while she sleeps.

great (adj)—extremely large; notably big; remarkable; outstanding; eminent; distinguished; first rate; good

hang (vt, vi)—to fasten above with no support from below; to suspend; to attach to a wall; to suspend by the neck until dead

Hang has two past forms and two different past participle forms, hang, hanged, hung and hang, hung, hung.
Hanged is used exclusively in the sense of causing death. Therefore, do not use hung when referring to capital punishment or suicide.

Example: The four pictures were hung along the stairway leading to the balcony.

Example: Patrice hung the mirror on the back of the closet door.

Example: The guards discovered that the inmate had hanged himself.

Example: In some states, prisoners are hanged for capital offenses.

hoard (n)—a supply or an accumulation that is hidden or carefully guarded for preservation or for future use


Example: The settlers kept their hoard of food for winter in underground dugouts.
hoard (vt)—to accumulate in a hidden or carefully guarded place for future use


Example: Ally hoarded the candy and refused to share it with her brother.

horde (n)—a large group, multitude, or number; a mass or a crowd; a tribe or troop of nomads; a moving pack or swarm of animals


Example: The horde of fans rushed the field after the home team won the game.

Note: It is always the reader or listener who infers.
