COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
The goals of this course are to provide third year students with information, resources, and strategies to 
help them broaden their proficiency in reading, writing, listening, and speaking French, while 
encouraging students to experience different cultures and perspectives and to prepare students for IB 
French HL or SL course. 
 
COURSE CONTENT OBJECTIVES: 
Curriculum is designed to teach students cultural aspects relevant to the French speaking culture while 
improving grammar and speaking skills. Over the course of the year we will use all verbs in all tenses as 
well as continue to develop higher level grammar and syntax skills. Concepts studied include but are not 
limited to communicating, acquiring information, experiencing creative works, and understanding 
cultural influences. For complete details, see the IB Diploma Programme course outline. 
 
HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS: All homework assignments must be turned in on time.  No late work 
will be accepted unless the student has an excused absence. 
 
PROJECTS AND PRESENTATIONS: Any project turned in or presented late will lose one letter grade 
for each day that it is late. 
 
ABSENT WORK MAKE-UP POLICY: (per MVHS Student Handbook page 10) 
When a student is absent from school, it is his/her responsibility to contact teachers upon returning to 
school regarding make-up work. Class time is used for instructional purposes.  Individual needs due to 
absences must be handled before or after class, during break or lunch.
