COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
The goals of this course are to provide students with information, resources, and strategies 
to help them broaden their proficiency in reading, writing, listening, and speaking French, 
while encouraging students to experience different cultures and perspectives and to 
prepare students for French level three or Advanced French 3. 
 
COURSE CONTENT OBJECTIVES: 
Curriculum is designed to teach students cultural aspects relevant to the French speaking 
culture while improving grammar and speaking skills. Over the course of the year we will 
use the présent tense of many irregular verbs as well as the Imperfect and passé composé 
tenses, irregular adjectives and all pronouns. Concepts studied include but are not limited 
to travel, global and cultural issues, family and social relationships and responsibilities. 
 
ABSENT WORK MAKE-UP POLICY: (per MVHS Student Handbook page 10) 
When a student is absent from school, it is his/her responsibility to contact teachers 
upon returning to school regarding make-up work.
