EBSCO Directions
1. Go to the MVHS website.

2. Go to the “School Directory” menu and choose “Library.”
3. From the library menu on the left, choose “Online Databases.”

4. Click on EBSCO Host.

5. User ID is “s9313793”
6. Password is “password”
7. Click on “Student Resources.”

8. Click on “Mas Ultra—School Edition,” and then “Continue.”
9. Type subject and click “Peer Reviewed” for initial search.
10. Click Search.

11. Go to “Narrow Results” as needed.

12. Sort articles as appropriate—typically by “Relevance” if using advanced searching.

13. When you find an article that you will use, copy or print the citation page.  Then print the full article by selecting print on the EBSCO page, not the computer toolbar.  You can also place the article in your folder for keeping.
*Note—if you can’t find enough peer reviewed documents, you may uncheck that requirement, but you will need to look for other ways to verify the credibility of the source.  You may also use other sections of EBSCO, such as the Newspaper Source, ERIC, or TOPICsearch, but again, you will need to find alternative means of verifying the source credibility.
