I. REGULAR AFFIRMATIVE TU COMMANDS: To form an affirmative ti command, drop the final

"s" from the “t(" verb form in the present tense.

Examples:

Declarative Sentences in “tu” Form Affirmative Commands "Td"
(Declarative sentences declare the fact) (Imperative sentences make requests)

TU escuchas el disco. (You're listening to the cd.) iEscucha el discol (Listen to the cd!)
Paco, tu lees rapido. (Paco, you read fast.) Paco, ilee rapido! (Paco, read fast!)
Maria, 14 juegas el fitbol.(Maria, you do play soccer.) Maria, ijuega el futboll (Maria, play soccer!)

Escribes en la pizarra.  (You're writing on the board.)  iEscribe en la pizarral (Write on the board!)

T bloqueas el balén. (You block the ball.) iBloguea el balon! (Block the balll)
Vuelves a casa a las 6. (You return home at 6.) iVuelve a casa a las 6! (6o back home at 6!)
Tl empiezas el partido. (You're starting the game.) iEmpieza el partido! (start the game!)

II. IRREGULAR AFFIRMATIVE TU COMMANDS: The following 8 verbs don't follow the rule
above. They have their own unique forms. You just have to memorize them.

Irregular Declaratives Imperatives

salir Marta, sales ahora. (Martha, you're leaving now.) Marta isal ahora!l  (Martha, leave now!)

ser Miguel, eres amable. (Michael, you're nice.) Miguel, isé amable! (Mike, be nice!)

tener Tienes cuidado. (You are careful.) i Ten cuidado! (Be carefull)

venir TU vienes a mi casa. (You come to my house.) iVen a mi casal (Come to my house!)

Los mandatos negativos (negative commands)

I. REGULAR NEGATIVE TU COMMANDS: To form the negative ti commands, you take the “yo”
form of the verb and change its ending accordingly.

A. If the verb is originally an “-ar” verb, you drop the "-o0” from the “yo" form

and add "-es” and add the "no” before the command.

Examples: hablar --> hablo --> no hables
tomar --> tomo --> ho tomes
entrar --> entro --> no entres

B. If the verb is originally an "-er”or "-ir” verb, you drop the "-o0” from the "yo”
form and add "-as”

Examples:
comer --> como -->  iNo comas la pizza! Don't eat the pizza!
subir --> subo --> iNo subas el edificio! Don't go up the building!
hacer --> hago --> iNo hagas el sandwichl! Don't make the sandwich!
salir --> salgo --> iNo salgas con ellal Don't go out with her!
volver --> vuelvo -->  iNo vuelvas tardel! Don't return latel

C. Verbs ending in -GAR, -ZAR, or -CAR need to have the following changes:

-GAR

Jugar 2> no juegues
pagar > no pagues
-ZAR

comenzar - no comiences
aterrizar > no aterrices

-CAR
tocar > no toques
buscar > no busques

II. IRREGULAR NEGATIVE TU COMMANDS: The following are irregular “ti” commands.

ir (to go) iNo vayas! Don't go!
ser (to be) iNo seas...! Don't be...!
dar (to give) iNo des...! Don't give..

estar (to be) iNo estés...! Don't be...!
