To help you prepare for the multiple choice section of the AP Chemistry exam, I put together two packets, which I have titled “Section One” and “Section Two”. They consist of multiple choice questions from two released exams. These multiple choice questions are the common type of questions you are very likely to see on the multiple choice section of the AP exam (see the list of common topics for M/C section). 
Section One: From 1999 AP Exam

--45 out of 75 questions were of the common type, so I cut and pasted these 45 questions to this document titled, “Section One”.
--Answer these 45 questions yourself.

--See the Answer Key to check your work (the key also gives you data analysis on how students did nationally so you can compare yourself to the rest of the students across the nation on each question)

Section Two: From a Released Practice AP Exam (wasn’t actually given to AP students but was released to AP teachers as a practice we could give our students)

--43 out of 75 questions were of the common type, so I cut and pasted these 43 questions to this document titled, “Section Two”.
--There is no answer key to check your work

Bottom Line: Using the list of common topics along with these two sections, you should know approximately 60% of the questions that will be on the M/C section. Students who earn 3’s typically answer only approximately 33% of the M/C questions right.
