· 1-1.25” margins

· No cover page

· Title same size and font as the rest – no bold, no italics – center directly under header

· No extra spaces between paragraphs

· Double spaced

· Indent each paragraph .5”

· page numbers (pagination) upper right corner .5” from top – Name #

· Header: 1” from top – left, also double spaced

Parenthetical documentation

· (name, #) after every fact in your essay

Works Cited

· bibliography entries – annotated with Précis
· title centered at top – same size font (no bold, quotes, underline, etc.) – “Works Cited”

· double space

· Pagination upper right corner, .5” from top – Name # (next # after essay’s last page)
· indent every line after the first .5” (hanging paragraphs)
· alphabetized
