Slides 13-17 State History
Slide 13 Introduction-   Your introductory slide should start with a topic sentence that tells which state you chose and why.  Also, include some interesting and/or fun facts about your state that you have learned. Include pictures.
Slide 14 - Early History – Indians/Explorers-    This slide should include information about some early history from your state.  For example, discuss the Native Americans and/or explorers that played an important role in your state’s development. Was your state owned by a different country? Include pictures.
Slide 15 - Important Events-   This slide should include when your state was admitted into the Union. Also list and describe 4 important events that occurred in your state’s history. 
Slide 16 - Famous People-    This slide should include and describe one or two famous people (celebrities, scientists, writers, artists, etc.) that live/lived in your state.
State Oral Report Guidelines

· Introduce themselves and say the name of the state they are presenting.

· Speak in a loud, clear voice.

· Students can use notecards to help remember facts, NOT read from their report.

· Make eye contact with the audience.

· End their report by thanking the audience for listening and/or asking for questions (“That’s it” is not an appropriate presentation ending).
