• Signing is done with one hand while the other 
shields 

• Finger spell close to the body and behind 
your Non-Dominant hand. 
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Age 

• When Indicating age you will 
sign OLD then sign the 
number. 

• For the ages 1-5 incorporate 
the number into the sign. 
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TIME 

• Sign TIME followed by the 
number for the hour (and 
minute) 

• The palm should be turned 
outward when incorporating 1-
5
