Subj:	ACCEPTANCE INTO THE NJROTC PROGRAM

1.	I understand that I may be dis-enrolled by my NJROTC instructor, with the approval of the school principal, for any of the following reasons: 

a. Not maintaining the standards required for enrollment.

(1) Failure to maintain a passing grade in Naval Science (based on term grade).

(2)	Failure to conform to haircut and appearance standards.  I understand that bizarre hairstyles and faddish or outrageous multicolor hair are unauthorized.

(a) 	If a male cadet:  I understand that I cannot grow a beard while enrolled in Naval Science, 
	and cannot wear earrings while in uniform or in the NJROTC classroom, while enrolled 
	in Naval Science.

(b) 	If a female cadet:  I understand that my hair cannot fall below the bottom edge of my
	collar while in uniform, and that I can only wear one earring per ear (small gold or silver 
	ball) while in uniform.

b. Lack of aptitude, indifference to training, disciplinary reasons, or undesirable traits of character.

(1) Failure to wear the uniform on prescribed days.(for the entire school day)  I understand that failure to wear the uniform on three or more required occasions during the same semester grading period, without an acceptable excuse is grounds for immediate dis-enrollment.  

(2) Failure to "dress out" in proper PT attire on physical training days.

(3) Failure to do assigned homework.

(4) Failure to make up all missed homework because of absence.

(5)	Failure to bring required course materials to class each day.

(6) Failure to treat the school's administration, faculty, and fellow students with respect

(7) Failure to behave properly in All classes

c.	Failure to meet the terms of probation or to correct the deficiency for which placed in a 
	probationary status. 

d.	Drugs will not be tolerated at Murrieta Mesa High School as well as in the NJROTC 	program.  Drug usage or possession of drugs are grounds for dismissal from the program.

e.	As a Cadet in the Murrieta Mesa NJROTC I will:

	(1) NEVER LIE, CHEAT OR STEAL, OR TOLERATE ANY CADET WHO DOES

	(2) SET THE EXAMPLE IN EVERYTHING I DO

	(3) EARN MY HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA



2.	I fully understand and agree that if I do not comply with the above listed conditions, I will be dropped 
	from the NJROTC program and transferred to another elective class, if possible and/or available, or to a 
	non-credit earning study hall.
