RECIPROCITY OF ACADEMIC CREDIT 

Transfer out of the District 

When a student transfers out of the district a notation will be included on his/her 
permanent record showing which California High School Exit Exam sections, if any, have 
been satisfactorily passed.

Transfers into the District 

To determine whether students transferring into the district have met district course 
requirements, the Superintendent or designee shall establish procedures to evaluate the 
comparability of courses and/or students’ understanding of course content. Such 
procedures shall include methods for determining the number of years of school 
attendance, the specific courses completed by the student, and the value of credits 
earned. 

Transferring students shall be subject to the same standards and assessments required of 
other students in the district.
