Spelling
Students will receive a new list every other Friday (unless they do not pass their test) along with their weekly homework.  Each week they will need to complete 3 Spelling Activities. 

The first activity should be to sort their words:

· Have your child cut out the spelling words from their grid.  (Make sure you note the name of your list if your child wants to use Spelling City (see below))
· Then they need to determine how to sort their words.  This is up to them to determine.
· Categories can be anything that they can justify to you (all long a in one column, all long I in another, ABC order, CVC words (cat) verses VCCV words (muffin), words ending in –ap and words ending in –an, etc.)

· The Tuesday after they have received a new list, I will guide the students in discovering the proper categories of their words.

· They will then write their words in columns and this list will go home.  You can check these categories with what they did at home to make sure it is correct.  

· They will use these words for the next two weeks to complete their spelling activities.

* Students will put an “s” on their first spelling activity line on their homework calendar when they receive their list.  The other activities can be taken from the Spelling Choices menu in their ROCKET Notebooks.  

* Student may also complete Spelling City under “Spelling” on my webpage.  Lists will be indentified at the top of their word grid (ie. Feature F Sort 1).  If they choose to use spelling city, they can write “sc” on their homework calendar.
