During Bully Prevention Month, our school dedicates time to learn how
we can stop bullying. We know many of our children operate socially
online both through school websites and popular social media
channels. Therefore, it's important to recognize that cyberbullying is an
issue that may appear especially with older students. If your child
witnesses bullying or find themselves being bullied, make sure they
remember the 3 R's: Recognize, Report, and Refuse.

Recognize: what is bullying: a mean behavior that's one-sided, occurs
repeatedly, and that's done on purpose that creates an imbalance of
power.

Report: Find a trusted adult like a teacher, school counselor or
principal to get help.

Refuse: Anyone including a bystander can stop bullying by staying
"stop," walking away or playing with someone else.

Stopping harmful behavior does not just rest among adults because
every student has the power as a bystander to help stop bullying by
standing up to it and rejecting it! One of the best ways to eliminate this
from schools is by first and foremost being a kind and respectful
student. When we follow the rules and treat everyone the way we
expect to be treated, we do our part to bring kindness to the world.
