Dear Murrieta Valley USD community, 

Riverside County announced it has moved to the red tier of the State of California -  
County COVID-19 Monitoring System. The red tier permits schools to re-open and 
bring students back on campus for limited instruction, as long as, Riverside County re-
mains in the red tier for a minimum of fourteen days.  

Reopening plans for all MVUSD school sites must include Riverside County Public 
Health guidance for re-opening, as well as, the school  mandates listed in the California 
Department of Public Health school guidance, which includes, social distancing, face 
coverings for students and staff, and heightened health and safety procedures.  

Our district wants to ensure that we are prepared to implement an in-person learning en-
vironment that promotes the health and safety of our students, staff, and families. As of 
today, we have been successful with re-opening selected student services, such as the 
MVUSD preschool, childcare, and in-person student assessments. We continue to work 
collaboratively with our employee associations towards a phased re-opening plan with a 
priority on returning students to school safely and smoothly. 
A detailed re-opening presentation will be delivered to the Board of Education during 
the October 8, 2020 regular meeting.
