CAASPP State Testing
CAASPP State testing for grades 3, 4, and 5 at Monte Vista Elementary will begin
after April 7, 2025, and continue through May 2, 2025. Fifth-grade students will
also complete their science assessments after May 2. In preparation, classes will
participate in practice assessments to familiarize students with the testing
format. Please encourage your child to do their best and remind them that
these assessments help measure their learning progress. A good night’s sleep
and a healthy breakfast can go a long way in supporting their success.
Summative ELPAC Testing
Summative ELPAC testing for students designated as English Learners is
ongoing and will continue throughout the remainder of the year. This
assessment measures the growth of our English Learners in the areas of
Reading, Writing, Speaking, and Listening. The results help us better support our
students in their English language development. Thank you for encouraging
your child to do their best.
