· What are the three states of matter? The three states of matter are solid, liquid, and gas.
· What is the periodic table? The periodic table is a chart that lists all known elements.
· What are two signs of a chemical change?   The signs are light and heat energy, color change, or the formation of gas.

· When a gas loses enough heat energy, it will condense.
· When enough heat is added to a liquid, it will evaporate.

· When a liquid loses enough heat energy, it will freeze.
· When enough heat is added to a solid, it will melt.
· Atoms are too small to be seen with your eyes.
· Metals are found on the left part of the periodic table.
· Gold is one of the elements.
· Mass can be measured with a pan balance.
· Burning a log is an example of a chemical change.
· Cutting an apple is an example of a physical change.

· A(n) atom is the smallest unit of an element that has the properties of that element.
· A(n) chemical change is a change that causes different kinds of matter to form.

· A(n) gas is matter that does not have a definite shape or volume.

· Mass is a measure of the amount of matter in an object.
· Matter is anything that takes up space.
· A(n) physical change is a change in the way that matter looks, but it is still the same kind of matter.
