Why Gratitude Matters
Gratitude helps children:

¢ Build stronger relationships: When children express appreciation, they are more
likely to develop meaningful connections with peers, teachers, and family
members.

¢ Improve mental health: Studies show that practicing gratitude can reduce
stress, increase happiness, and boost emotional resilience.

¢ Strengthen empathy: Gratitude helps children recognize the efforts of others,
leading to more understanding and compassion.

Simple Ways to Encourage Gratitude at Home

1.Gratitude Journdls: Encourage your child to write down one or two things
they're thankful for each day. This practice helps them reflect on the positives
and can be a calming way to end the day.

2.Grateful Conversations: Create a daily ritual, such as at dinner or bedtime,
where edch family member shares something they dppreciated that day.
